Merit Badge pre-requisite explanation:  
Only a few Merit Badges have true pre-requisites.  Many badges have requirements that would be more easily done at home, i.e., long essays, observations and record keeping, and research of information.  Still other badges have requirements to visit specific places, speak with a specialist in a given field and observe things that are not in camp.  These cannot be done in camp, but do not have to be done to start the badge - only to complete it.  Certain other badges require approval of a Merit Badge counselor prior to beginning requirements, such as 12 week physical fitness program for Personal Fitness Merit Badge.  This requirement, like all other requirements, must be followed and cannot be waived because “it is in a summer camp setting.”  Badges with true pre-requisites are Swimming, Lifesaving, First Aid and Emergency Preparedness.  Please be aware of ALL of the requirements for badges you would like to attempt in camp, and “Be Prepared” to successfully complete the badge.  Remember, partials are good until your 18th birthday and, with your Scoutmaster’s approval, may be worked on outside of camp to complete.
