Two crews will take part in 
the Coral Reef Sailing Adventure, which is sailing and snorkeling focused.

Our reservation is for August 12 – 18, 2012 at Florida Sea Base for 2 crews 
each made up of six to eight scouts and leaders. As in the past, we will fly to 
Florida several days before our sailing trip starts and do some sight-seeing. We 
may take day trips to Universal, Disney World, Cape Canaveral / Kennedy, the 
Everglades, or air boating. The scouts will plan this agenda ahead of time. 
 
Because of variable airline ticket prices and the composition of the pre-trip, the 
final cost for this trip is to be determined, but $1,400 - $1,600 would be a good 
budget number. A $100 deposit must be provided with this form to b e 
considered for this trip. Additional payments will be made according to a 
payment schedule to be provided in the near future. All participants must be age 
14 by September 1, 2012 or 13 and have graduated the 8th grade before the trip. 
It is strongly encouraged scouts be 1st class or above by the time of Sea Base. 
We need four adult leaders (21 years or older) to support the trip! So if you’re 
interested in going, send in your name!
